SUBJECT:	Notice of Instruction:  SHINE CMS Grant and Contracts 





The Department of Elder Affairs (DOEA) has received notice of the Serving Health Insurance Needs of Elders (SHINE) grant through the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS).  The purpose of this notice is to announce the Florida grant award total of $1,948,630, and to provide specific information to each area agency on aging (AAA)/aging disability resource center (ADRC) regarding the contract amount and performance goals for the SHINE contract year, April 1, 2007-June 30, 2007.  This total includes funding for SHINE headquarters, AAA/ADRC contracts, and a special CMS rural service grant award.  Through the DOEA and AAA/ADRC contract, we will serve elders, their caregivers, representatives and pre-eligible beneficiaries age 50-64. 





The SHINE grant process has been discussed in conference calls and at the last SHINE leadership event held June 13 and 14, 2006, in Ft. Lauderdale.  All AAA/ADRCs submitted work plans during April using the required format.  Because the contract length is increased by three months to align timeframes to the state fiscal year, and because of our new emphasis on rural service, a new SHINE example work plan (Contract Agreement Attachment V) has been provided to each SHINE liaison.  Headquarters will continue to work with AAA/ADRCs to assure SHINE volunteers are supported and provide service as required by CMS and consistent with the mission of DOEA, SHINE and the AAA/ADRC.  Adjusted work plans and quarterly reports will be submitted, and performance will be evaluated quarterly and during scheduled monitoring visits.  





Spending documentation will be periodically reviewed by DOEA, and significant spending variations will be addressed during the grant year.   Contract amendments may be issued if required.  This grant year, all recipients have received an increase in funding which substantially exceeded the total DOEA increase from last year’s allotment totaling $2,243.  The spending allotments are made consistent with past contract amounts, and recognize the challenges of service in specific areas, including increased per diem and continued long-term care planning activities.   Additional funds expressly designated for rural service are also specified in individual contracts based on the overall degree of rurality as calculated by the DOEA Planning and Evaluation Unit.  DOEA requires funds spent on rural service activity recorded in the SHINE contract work plans be reported as a separate budget item.  A percentage formula defined and calculated by the DOEA Planning and Evaluation Unit establishes the percentage of residents in each PSA who are age 50 and older, and that calculation was used for a portion of this grant.
