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To become a certified food manager in compliance with the DOH requirements, individuals must successfully pass a certification examination administered by any approved Manager Certification Test Provider.  This provider list can be found at:

http://www.doh.state.fl.us/environment/community/food/foodmanager.htm.  It will be necessary to contact the approved test provider to obtain training dates, locations, and cost of the training materials and examinations.

Please note that in the July 19, 2005, notice of transmittal, the Department of Elder Affairs (DOEA) approved the availability of funding for specific training sessions.  The unexpected demand far exceeded available resources.  Funding is no longer available and it will be the responsibility of the provider to plan and budget for this required training.

SUBJECT:	Notice of Instruction:  Food Manager Certification Requirement








The purpose of this notice of instruction is to clarify the food manager certification requirement that was addressed in the July 19, 2005, food safety and sanitation training notice of transmittal # 072005-1-T-OVCS.  This notice will further instruct AAAs on provider requirements for compliance.





All managers of congregate and home delivered nutrition programs who are responsible for the storage, preparation, display and serving of food must comply with the food manager certification requirement in Chapter 64 E-11 of the Florida Administrative Code, Food Hygiene.  Pursuant to rule 64-E-11.012, Florida Administrative Code, managers must pass a written certification test approved by the Department of Health (DOH) demonstrating a basic knowledge of food protection practices.  Those managers who successfully pass the certification examination shall be issued a certificate, which is valid for a period of five years from the date of issuance.  Nutrition programs must designate in writing the food service manager or managers for each program site location.  For compliance purposes, please maintain this document on site.  Congregate and home delivered nutrition programs serve a highly susceptible elderly population for which food borne illness may have serious or long-term consequences, and may be life threatening.  Therefore, a certified food manager must be present at all times when there are employees engaged in the storage, preparation, display, or serving of food.  Newly employed managers have 90 days after the effective date of employment to satisfactorily pass the required test.





Pursuant to rule 64E-11.012(6), persons shall be considered certified under these rules when a written examination is a requirement for licensure by the Florida Department of Business and Professional Regulation in a dietary field and when these persons have acquired and maintained the currency of this license.
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
