The EHEAP Application was revised and annual income limits were updated to conform to the 2009 U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) Poverty Guidelines issued January 23, 2009.  The link to the HHS Poverty Guidelines and Federal Register information is below:

In addition, the following minor revisions were made to the application:


Marital Status and Referral Source were updated to mirror the current 701A demographic assessment; 


Question 3 on Page 2 has been reworded; 


“Allowance” has been removed from Question 6 on Page 2.  The reference should only be made to “subsidy” being deducted; and


“Edit Staff” has been removed from the Supervisor review block on 


Page 2.
