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3. The continued use of the CIRTS applicant (APPL) codes as described in NOTICE#: 061705-1-I-SCBS dated June 17, 2005.

Only one assessed priority consumer list is to be maintained for each funded program.  Individuals who are screened with Form 701A, receive priority ranking scores of 3, 4 or 5 and are placed on the APCL, and subsequently are given a full assessment using Form 701B, receive priority ranking scores of 1 or 2, and will be returned to the APCL to allow for prioritization of other consumers on the APCL with priority ranking scores of 3, 4 or 5.

Approval to begin the eligibility process for department-funded programs is determined by the availability of funds and the priority ranking of individuals.  The order of priority is as follows:

1. Adult Protective Services (APS) High Risk individuals;

2. Individuals designated as Imminent Risk of being placed in a nursing home (including individuals designated as Aging Out and non-Aging Out individuals);

3. Individuals designated as Aging Out (regardless of priority ranking score); and

4. Individuals with the highest priority score starting with individuals with a priority ranking score of 5.

SUBJECT:	Notice of Instruction: Assessed Priority Consumer List (APCL)


_________________________________________________________________





The purpose of this notice is to address requirements for maintenance of the Assessed Priority Consumer List (APCL) for services funded by the department.  It is important that persons who are placed on the APCL be reassessed at regular intervals to determine if their situations have changed.  The goal is to appropriately identify and serve applicants with the greatest need for services. 





The Assessed Priority Consumer List (APCL) is maintained when services funded by the department are not available. Agencies with assessed priority consumer lists must inform the applicant, or the referring party, about the list and suggest other agencies or sources of assistance.  Individuals who are designated as Imminent Risk, Aging Out, or receive a priority ranking score of 3, 4 or 5 will be reassessed with the Form 701A (screening instrument) every six (6) months.  Those individuals who receive a priority ranking score of 1 or 2 will be reassessed with the Form 701A annually.  Potential consumers or referring parties will be given contact information and encouraged to call for a reassessment at any time if they feel their situations have changed.





The APCL must:


Identify the specific services needed.


Include the date the screening (Form 701A) was completed.


Identify the programs that fund the services for which the person is waiting.





The APCL Client Information Registration Tracking System (CIRTS) requires:


The individual be entered into CIRTS when placed on the APCL.  This requires a 701A assessment be completed in CIRTS and an entry made in the enrollment screen for each program for which the individual is waiting.  The priority ranking score is automatically generated in CIRTS.


The individual be terminated in CIRTS when removed from the APCL.  Termination occurs if the person is no longer interested in waiting for services, is no longer able to receive services, begins receiving services, or begins the eligibility process.
