The purpose of this memo is to identify preparations needed for the Aged and Disabled Adult (ADA) Medicaid Waiver and the Assisted Living for the Frail Elderly (ALE) Medicaid Waiver as we near the end of one fiscal year and begin state fiscal year 2007-2008.  The department also wants to inform you that the department will not be developing a slot management system for these waivers as noted in notice #020507-1-I-SWCBS.





In order to ensure the cost of services rendered during fiscal year 2006-2007 are paid with the state fiscal year 2006-2007 appropriation, we ask that you remind and encourage your providers to submit all claims as soon as possible but no later than August 24, 2007.  The certified forward timeframe ends sixty days after the end of the fiscal year.





In preparation for the new fiscal year, the department will be relying on Client Information and Registration Tracking System (CIRTS) enrollment data to identify the need for services in the Aged and Disabled Adult (ADA) Medicaid Waiver and the Assisted Living for the Frail Elderly (ALE) Medicaid Waiver.  As a result, we are requesting that by close of business Friday, May 25, 2007, your CIRTS enrollment data for the ADA and the ALE waivers be reviewed and updated as necessary.
