CRITICAL SERVICES TO FRAIL, HOMEBOUND ELDERS 

I.
STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

From the funds in Specific Appropriation 489, $1,000,000 from non-recurring tobacco settlement funds is provided for critical services to frail, homebound elders to help them remain in their homes and in the community.


Pursuant to Section 430.205(5), Florida Statutes, Adult Protective Services (APS) referrals in need of immediate services to prevent further harm will be given primary consideration for receiving Community Care for the Elderly (CCE) services.  The department will reimburse the area agencies on aging for the cost of providing CCE services under sub-section 430.205(5)(a), F.S. based upon data in the Client Information and Registration Tracking System until the funds are exhausted.  The funding under this purchase order will be used to serve Adult Protective Services (APS) “high-risk” referrals made on or after July 1, 2007.  

II.   SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED

A. Funds must be used to provide services for APS high-risk referrals, including the client assessment, CCE services documented in the Client Registration Tracking System (CIRTS), “Received Services by Clients” or the “Received Services-Individual SSN” screen.   Documentation must clearly indicate services provided up to 60 days following the referral, including the critical 72-hour period following the referral with service units entered using the date-specific method.  After the 72-hour period, CCE services must be aggregated weekly.  
B. In the “Received Services by Clients” or the “Received Services-Individual SSN” screen, for each CCE/service/provider/location combination, the unit rate must be entered in the Service Cost field.  For services for which the rate is variable, the payment amount must be entered in the Service Cost field.  

III.
 METHOD OF PAYMENT
A. The method of payment in this purchase order is cost reimbursement.  The payment for services shall be based upon the recipient’s verification of a monthly report from the department summarizing the amount paid for CCE services for the APS high-risk referrals served during the previous month.  By the 12th of each month, the department will retrieve service and unit rate data from CIRTS for services provided during the previous month.  The amount paid for CCE services, as indicated by data entered in the Received Services screen(s) and unit rates entered in the Service Costs screen will determine the amount to be invoiced and reimbursed.  This amount must be deducted from the CCE contract invoice submitted monthly to the department.  

B. The department will notify the AAA monthly of the amount of statewide funds remaining.  In the event the statewide fund balance is expended in the middle of a month, the AAA will amend the current CCE invoice as required.  All funds of this purchase order must be expended by June 30, 2007.  

C. The recipient must ensure fixed rates for services include only those costs that are in accordance with all applicable state and federal statutes and regulations and are based on audited historical costs in instances where an independent audit is required.  The recipient shall consolidate all requests for payment from sub recipients and expenditure reports that support requests for payment and shall submit to the department on forms 106C (ATTACHMENT IV) and 105C (ATTACHMENT V).

D. The final request for payment will be due to the department no later than August 1, 2008.  

E. The recipient shall maintain documentation to support payment requests which shall be


available to the Department of Financial Services or the department upon request.
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
